Editorial

In the near future parents will
receive the national assessment
results for their children in years
3, 5, 7 and 9 that was conducted
in May! The NAPLAN as it is
known is an Australia wide test
that provides a snapshot of
reading, writing and number skKills. It is one of the
many indicators schools use to track the
achievement of children. The media, however, will
probably attempt to use the data published on the
web to compare schools and make educational
and political judgments that are not necessarily in
any one’s interests. For most children, the
NAPLAN results will confirm what teachers and
parents already know. If there are surprises
parents are welcome to discuss the matter with
teachers or the relevant Head of School. A brief
description of how to read the results for your
children will be provided with the test
information.

This is the second year the NAPLAN has been
given to students. Obviously the results for any
school cannot be compared with last year as a
different group of students were tested. Any trend
is school-wide performance will take another two
years to begin to emerge. Meanwhile, we intend to
use some of the data the NAPLAN makes available
to help teachers improve student performance. A
number of staff have been involved in meetings
with experts in the test to work out the best ways
to analyse performance data.

Although the NAPLAN gives us some useful
information, it is not the best way of assessing
student skills. This is especially the case for
students whose results are at the extremes of the
performance scale. The test is a ‘best design’ for
students of average skill. Our College results are
pleasing in the way parts of the language

assessment indicates improvement in student
skills. Over all, Victorian students did very well on
the test.

The College leadership has embarked on a plan
that will focus attention on the improvement of
education at Plenty Valley. We have embraced a
dynamic ‘work in progress’ understanding of four
key elements to an educational agenda and
framework. The elements are:

1. Development of a responsive Christian world-
view and community.
Quality teaching and learning.
Engagement with the learning community,
local community and wider culture.
Development and integration of Information
and Communication Technology (ICT) in
teaching and learning.

A list like this will need lots of explanation to our
College community and we intend to do that
through meetings and various documents.
However, work has already begun on these
elements and last week we had the pleasure of
announcing the employment of Peter Freeman in
the role of ICT manager. This is an important
appointment for the College and we wish Peter
well in the newly established role.

November is a significantly busy time of the year
for staff and students. We are in the middle of
Year 12 examinations and planning for the end of
year events. In addition, a number of teachers will
be moving to other schools next year and we
would really appreciate the prayerful support of
our community as we advertise for, and appoint,
new teachers.

Are there notes that you missed when you
were absent?
